WHEREAS, the Township of Edison now desitesreatea fee for parking space
variances ando expend those fees for the acquisition of property for, and the construction of
parking facilities

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township of Edis@munty of
Middlesex, New Jersey, that the Code of the Township of Edison is hereby amended and
supplemented as follows:

SECTION I. ChapterXXXVII Zoning Section 3760 Off-Street Parkingrad
Loadingis hereby amended to add new Sectior633.c as follas:

37-60.1 General Provisions.

a. Scope of Provision©ff-street parking, unloading and service requirements of
this section shall apply and govern in all present and future zoning districts
within the Township. Except as provided in this section, no application for a
building permit shall be approved unlé¢ksre is included with the plan for
such building, improvement or use a plot plan showing the required space
reserved for offstreet parking, unloading and service purposes. An occupancy
permit shall not be given unless the requiredstiféet parking, unading and
service facilities have been provided in accordance with those shown on the
approved plan.

b. Duty to Provide and Maintain Oftreet Parking and Loadingo land shall
be used or occupied, no structure shall be designed, created, altered, used o
occupied, and no use shall be operated unlesstreiét parking and loading
facilities are provided in at least the amount and maintained in the manner
required by this section.

c. Parking Space Variance Paymemsy variance from the construction of $es
than the minimum number of parking spaces required under Sect@h 37
or any provision of t he Towagsitngg 6s zoni
minimum number of parking spacsisall require paymeras follows:

1to 5 space $5,000 for eacspace

6 to 15 spaces $4.500for each space
16 to 30 spaces $4,000for each space
30 or more spaces $3,000 for each space




SECTION II.. This ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after adoption and
approval by the Mayor in accordance with N.J.SL&69A:181(b).

SECTION III . All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the
provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

WHEREAS, P.L. 2008, c. 46 established a four year timetable for municipal housing trust dollars
to be ficommitted for expenditure, or risk forfeiture

WHEREAS,t he 2008 Act did not fodef iexgpetnie tuered @Aodmmi
the Council on Affordable Housing (COAH) to promulgate regulations as to the requirements to be met for
ficommi ttedo as well as a timetable for expenditures;

WHEREAS, neither COAH nor the Department of Community Affaiess adopted, nor proposed,
the regulations pursuant PL 2008, c. 46; and

WHEREAS, hundreds of municipalities submitted spending plans to COAH, of which only a
fraction of these plans were reviewed by the agency, and most of these municipalities hbgennot
provided any guidance on their spending plans; and

WHEREAS,at the time of 2008 Act, '€rOAWHN dvarse gu legtaircends
establishing municipal obligations under the AFair Hc

WHEREAS, C O A H 8%gour regulations ere highly controversial and fundamentally flawed,
and subsequently set aside by the Appellate Division, and the appeal of that decision now awaits
consideration by the State Supreme Court; and

WHEREAS,ei ght years of | i ti gataslwadaadhilingeffecCrottohlyd s met h o
on the development of affordable housing, but on the ability of local governments to commit trust fund
dollars without knowledge of their respective obligations, and certainty that such commitment would count
towards itshousing obligation; and

WHEREAS, forfeiture of trust fund dollars starting in July 2012 would be fundamentally unfair,
inequitable and indefensible since neither COAH nor DCA has provided the required guidance or certainty;
and

WHEREAS, these trust funddollars should be used as intended: to subsidize the costs for
municipalities in meeting their affordable housing obligations while assuring that these costs do not fall to
local taxpayers; and

WHEREAS, forfeiture of these dollars, estimated by some t@abenuch as $200 million, would
displace this financial obligation to the taxpayers in these commuiaitids;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that theMunicipal Council of the Township of
Edison, Middlesex County, State of New Jeragges our State Iggslators tosupport and approve A
2717, which will provide a fouyear extension for municipalities to commit the municipal housing trust
fund dollars; and
